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But Iôm also finding myself reflecting on another aspect of what 
we have just experienced.  You see, when the Council voted to 
ask for and pray for a Miracle, it also scheduled the parking lot 
work to begin on October 4.  And they made this decision 
months before we knew whether we would receive the funds 
needed.  In other words, they took a Risk, trusting that God 
would provide what we need. 
 

I think there is an important lesson to be learned here that goes 
far beyond raising needed money for a project.  You see, one 
reality that churches of every size and every denomination are 
being forced to recognize is that being ñchurchò will never again 
look quite like it did in 2018 before the pandemic.  We canôt 
simply go back to the way we had done things for decades.  We 
will need to change.  It is not yet clear what that change should 
look like, but the one thing we cannot do is refuse to change.  
And change always involves risk because we canôt know ahead 
of time how it will turn out. 
 

My fervent hope is that Miracle Sunday boosts your willingness 
to trust that God will lead you down the right paths.  And that this 
knowledge will enable you to boldly take some risks.  To be the 
church God needs in the coming years will require calling new 
pastoral leadership that will, we trust, bring the right skills and 
vision to the task ï even though it will be different from past 
leaders. 
 

So take heart!  Keep the faith!  Understand that every change 
involves a degree of riskébut it also comes with the assurance 
that, if we pray for the Spiritôs guidance, we can count on   
miracles to be on the way. When we recognize that on our own 
we are powerless to achieve Christôs mission in the world, it is 
then that God empowers us to engage fruitfully in that mission 
that cannot fail.
