When we are 
sent from the assembly to witness and to heal, we are asked to be vul-
nerable, to be dependent on the reception of others. The Spirit always 
operates in the “between”: between Jesus and his Abba, between Jesus 
and us, between you and me, between us and those to whom we are 
sent.
