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Financial Update 
As we are turning towards Fall, we thought it was important to provide 
you with an update on our current financial status as of the end of July. As 

shown in the table below, we are running at an actual deficit of nearly 
$36,000 dollars so far this year. This deficit would be even larger had the 
church council not decided to designate the interest ($6,600) from the 

$250,000 CD that matured in July to the General Operating Fund. While 
Luther Memorial Church has significant financial resources which are 
currently invested in two separate CDs, the intent of the Stewardship 

Committee and the Church Council is to avoid eating into those principal 
amounts to help cover our daily operating expenses and instead allow 
those investments to grow to help sustain the church into the future. It is 

your weekly (or monthly) contributions that allow us to keep the lights 
and heat on, the water running, and the staff paid. 

Beginning later this month and concluding with Consecration Sunday on 

Sunday, October 13, we will be hosting a pledge drive. The pledge drive 
will help us establish the level of giving we expect to receive from the 
congregation as we prepare the spending plan for 2025. As the 

communication about the pledge drive begins, please prayerfully consider 
if your household budget will allow you to increase your giving to further 
support the ministry of Luther Memorial Church. Remember that the 

spending plan (or budget) presented to you by the Church Council is the 
minimum that we need to offer the various ministries that occur at Luther 
Memorial Church. Giving beyond this minimum level will allow for 

additional ministries to occur.
